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Sample Letter to the Editor

Letters to the Editor are a great way to spread work about your event and keep AIDS orphans in the headlines. 

Instructions:

When an article about AIDS appears in the newspaper, here is a response you can send to your local paper as a Letter to the Editor to tie in to your upcoming World AIDS Orphans Day event.  The response should be emailed in ASAP following the printing of the article.  

Check your paper’s opinion page on their website to find which email accepts LTEs and make sure to include your contact info with daytime phone number in the email.  Insert the title of the applicable article at the top where instructed and include a personalized line about your local event.

Sample Letter to the Editor:

If we are going to adequately respond to the HIV and AIDS crisis, it is critical that we focus greater attention on the children who are being left behind by the pandemic. We need to move beyond prevention and treatment alone and must make the needs of children a priority.
